Gasolme used should be graded 85 - 95 octane (Research 
Method) or higher. An unleaded or low-lead type gasol ine is 
recommended.

* Since the brake system of this motorcycle is filled with a glycol-based brake fluid by the manufacturer, 
do not use or mix different types of fluid such as silicone-based and petro leum-based fluid for refilling 

the system, otherwise serious damage w ill result. 
• Do not use any brake f luid taken from old or used or unsealed containers. 
• Never re-use brake fl uid left over from the previous servic ing and stored for a long period. 

BREAK-IN PROCEDURES 

During manufacture only the best possible materials are used and all machined parts are f inished to a very 
high standard but it is still necessary to allow the moving par ts to "BREAK-IN" before subjecting the 
engine to maximum stresses. The future performance and reliability of the engine depends on the care 
and restraint exercised during its early life. The general rules are as fo llows: 

1. Keep to this break-in throttle posit ion 

Up to 1 600 km {1 000 miles): Below 4/5 throttle 

2. After the engine has been operated for 1 600 km ( 1 000 miles) the motorcycle can be subjected to full 

throttle operation for short periods of time. 
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
